SJV SCRIP 

 
Over the summer (May through August) SJV Scrip families earned over $7000 in Scrip credits.  These 

credits were used for SJV School and Catholic Central Tuition, SJV Pre-School and Childcare and funding 

for SJV Foundation Tuition Assistance.  

 

In four months, our top family earned almost $1,100 in Scrip credits.  Two families earned over $500 and 

four additional families earned over $300 in Scrip credits.  How did they do it? By saving as a Future Fam-

ily, consistently using Scrip for everyday purchases and getting some help from family and friends.
